Professor Smith is known to all in the field of Urogynaecology as one of the pioneers of laparoscopic prolapse surgery. He has been President of the British Society of Gynaecological Endoscopy and Chairman of the International Collaboration on Incontinence committee researching Surgery for Incontinence in Women.  Professor Smith is currently Vice-Chairman of the British Society of Urogynaecology.
Dr. Gerry Agnew, Consultant Urogynaecologist National Maternity Hospital, Holles St and St. Vincents University Hospital, Dublin will talk about surgical anatomy. Dr. Agnew was involved in the organisation of the Cadaveric Anatomy Workshop in Trinity College Dublin at the IUGA meeting in 2013.
